Wednesday September 17th: Mt. Laoshan Tour

Your first stop is Mt. Laoshan, which is famous for being the origin of Tacism. While enjoying
strolling on Mt. Laoshan'’s blue flagstone alley with an overview of the blue sea, you will see
a lot of trees over hundred years or even thousand years old.

Your Second stop is Shilaoren Beach, where you can view the sea, make sand sculptures,
and fly kites etc.

Qingdao Olympic Sailing Center

The Qingdao International Sailing Centre is a sailing marina located on the former site of the
Beihai Shipyard by Qingdao’s Fushan Bay at Shandong Province in China. It was
constructed for the 2008 Summer Olympics. It hosted the Olympic and Paralympic Sailing
competitions. Wind conditions vary greatly from very light winds to +15knots. During the
Olympic competitions, fog was also an occasional factor. The venue hosted "Good Luck
Beijing - 2006" and in May 2008, the IFDS Qingdao International Regatta, where Olympic
and Paralympic sailors got a head start on familiarizing themselves with the venue and
weather conditions. Access from the Qingdao Paralympic Village to the dock, work areas,
etc was provided by numerous golf carts making endless daytime rounds. Both ends of the
work area had two cranes apiece, which could lift large keelboats like the Sonar from
cradles and lower these into the water. At night, a laser light show from the main breakwater
lighthouse would play from early evening to midnight. Facing the Yellow Sea, the main
breakwater with spectator seating, windmills, flags and lighthouse was also the viewing area
for the sailing competitions when not on the spectator ferry. Across the bay, the famous May
4th monument and Qingdao’s landmark seaside building are easily visible. The Qingdao
Olympic Sailing Center covers 45 hectares, comprising a 30 hectare competition area and
15 hectare area for development after the Games. The seven facilities include the Qingdao
Sub-Village, Athletes Center, Administrative Center, Venue Media Center, Logistics Center,
Reception Center and Accreditation Center.
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May 4th Square

May 4th Square is named to honor the May 4th
Movement which took place in 1919. It is the core of the
Sculpture Street on Donghai Road. On the north-south
axis of the square are situated the City Hall, the
concealed spring, the array spring, the lawn, the parterre,
the symbolic sculpture “the Wind of May” , and the
marine hundred-meter spring, contributing to the modern
metropolitan scene with energy and magnificence. The
large-side steel structure sculpture “the Wind of May”
spiral upwards, which looks like a light breeze, fully
embodies patriotism and Chinese national cohesion of
anti-imperialism and anti-feudalism in the May 4th
Movement. The whole square is decorated with statues
and springs, and surrounded by pine trees, meadows and
flowers, featuring vigor, elegance and grandeur, typical of
Qingdao character and time spirits. A symbol square of
Qingdao, it is for assembly, recreation, entertainment,

Mt. Laoshan
Laoshan Mountain is known as the “No.1 Mountain on the
Sea.” ltis situated on the coast of the Yellow Sea with a
summit 1,133 m above the sea level. It stands by the sea
with magnificent peaks, fantastic cliffs and clear streams and
waterfalls. It has been known from ancient times as the
“immortals’ abode” and “fairyland.” The chronicle
book “QiJi” says: “The high Mount Tai is not as good as
Mount Laoshan.” Qinshihuang, the first emperor of the Qin
Dynasty and Emperor Wu of the Han Dynasty visited
Laoshan. Emperor Xuanzeng of the Tang Dynasty assigned
officials to come for elixir. Many scholars and celebrities
visited here. Laoshan is also acclaimed as the “No. 2 Taoist
Quanzhen Forest in the World” with 9 palaces, 8 temples
and 72 nunneries. Laoshan Taoist priests are well known in
history. Laoshan was affirmed by the State Council as a
national key scenic area and by the Ministry of Forestry as a
national forest park.
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International Horticultural Exposition 2014 Qingdao
The International Horticultural Exposition 2014 Qingdao is a specialized international
exhibition (Category A2+B1) approved by the International Association of Horticultural
Producers (AIPH). It is the fourth international horticultural exposition held in mainland China,
following the Kunming Expo (A1) in 1999, Shenyang Expo (A2+B1) in 2006 and Xi’ an
Expo (A2+B1) in 2011.
The EXxpo site covers a total area of 241 hectares, including a 164-hectare Theme Area and
a 77-hectare Experience Area. The Theme Area is designed to showcase the theme of the
Expo; the Experience Area is mainly for evacuating people, supplementing functions,
highlighting local features, and attracting investors. The layout of the Expo site features

“two axes plus 12 gardens” . The two axes are the Flower Promenade and the Boulevard.
7 of the 12 gardens distribute in the Theme Area: Chinese Garden, Floriculture Garden,
Caogang (Herbal) Garden, Children’ s Dream Garden, Science Garden, Enterprise Garden,
and International Garden. The other five gardens are in the Experience Area: Tea Garden,
Agriculture Garden, Flower Garden, Blossom Garden and Mountain Garden. In addition, the
two reservoirs in the Expo site are named “Water from Above” and “Lake of the Earth”
respectively, indicating that horticultural quintessence comes from the interactions between
heaven and earth.
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Little Qingdao Isle

Little Qingdao Isle, whose shape is like an ancient
violin, is also called “violin Isle” . The white
lighthouse on the isle was built by German people
at the beginning of the 20th century. Its light
reflected on the sea makes quite a spectacle at
night, which makes it well-known as “floating light
of Isle” .

Badaguan Scenic Area

Badaguan Scenic Area (Eight Great Passes): Lying
between Huiquan Cape and Taiping Cape, Badaguan
faces the rippling Taiping Bay. In Badaguan area,
more than 200 villas of exotic style are scattered
among the flora and fauna. There are so many villas
that the scenic spot is called a World Architecture
Museum. Crossing the scenic area are ten roads built
in 1931 and lined with many varieties of trees such as
peaches, crabapples, pine trees and ginkgoes. Eight
of the roads are named after the eight great passes of
China, and thus the area was named “Badaguan” .

Qingdao Beer Museum

Qingdao Beer Museum is located in the Tsingtao Beer
Brewery at 56 Dengzhou Road. Built in 1903, it combines
historical treasures with modern design. It has a floor area of
6,000 m2 and was completed and opened to the public on
August 15th, 2003. The old German style building and
equipment are an important part of the beer company’ s
culture. The museum describes the history of the Tsingtao
Beer Brewery, its profound culture and advanced technology,
and integrates beer entertainment and shopping. The museum
was invested with 40 million RMB. It is the first and only one
beer museum in China, and the first of its kind in the world. It
has three main areas: the history of a century and culture area,
production technology area, and multi-function area.
